NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that sealed bids for Transit Transfer Station will be received by the City of Brawley (City) in the offices of the City Clerk,
383 Main Street, Brawley, California 92227 until 2:00 P.M. on December 5, 2012 at which time they will be publicly opened and read aloud. No late
bids will be accepted.

The Contract for the work advertised will be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder. City reserves the right to reject all bids, waive any irregularities
or to dispense with further bidding.

BID BOND: Shall be completed in the forms provided as per Instructions to Bidders, and accompanied by a Certified Check, Cashier's Check or a Bid
Bond executed in favor of the City of Brawley in an amount of ten percent of the bid, to be forfeited as fixed and liquidated damages should bidder
neglect or refuse to enter into a contract.

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES: Liquidated Damages of $500.00 per calendar day are included in this project.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The Work to be done consists of furnishing all materials, equipment, tools, labor and incidentals as required by the Plans,
Specifications and contract documents. All utility coordination with the utility owners, and all transportation services required for Construction of a bus
transfer station including: Clearing and grubbing of existing vacant site and removal of existing asphalt and concrete pavements and underlying
expansive soils; removal of signs, pavement striping and markings, and other miscellaneous improvements on or adjacent to the site; and construction
of concrete curbs, gutters, sidewalk, driveways, vehicular concrete pavement, pedestrian pavements, drainage facilities, landscaping and irrigation,
lighting, pre-fabricated restroom building, dumpster enclosure, and passenger plaza amenities including shade shelters, benches, information kiosks,
decorative clock, bike racks, trash receptacles, signing and striping, and other miscellaneous site amenities.

The entire work involved is more specifically described and shown on the construction plans and specifications.

COMPLETION OF WORK: The work must be completed within 120 calendar days after the commencement date stated in the Notice to Proceed.

CONTRACTOR’S LICENSE: Contractor shall have a State of California Classification “A” Contractor’s license to perform the work. A bid submitted by
any contractor not properly licensed at the time of bid opening shall be considered non-responsive and will be rejected.

PRE-BID CONFERENCE: A pre-bid meeting will be held on November 15, 2012, to familiarize all interested bidders with the conditions at the project
site. The meeting will convene at 10:00 a.m., at the Department of Public Works, 180 South Western Avenue, Brawley, CA. All interested bidders
are encouraged to attend.

DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE (UDBE): The City of Brawley has a DBE goal of eight point two percent (8.2%).

FEDERAL & STATE PREVAILING WAGE RATES: In accordance with the provisions of California Labor code Sections 1770, et seq., as amended,
the Director of the Department of Industrial Relations has determined the general prevailing rate of per diem wages in accordance with the standards
set forth in such Sections for the locality in which the WORK is to be performed. It shall be mandatory upon the CONTRACTOR to whom the WORK is
awarded and upon any subcontractor under CONTRACTOR to pay not less than said specified rates to all workmen employed by them in the
execution of the WORK. Statutory provisions for penalties for failure to pay Prevailing Wage Rates will be enforced.

APPRENTICES: Attention is directed to the provisions of Sections 1777.5 and 1777.6 of the Labor Code Concerning the employment of apprentices
by the Contractor or any subcontractor under him. It shall be the Contractor's responsibility to ensure that all persons shall comply with the
requirements of said sections in the employment of apprentices.

RETENTION: City will retain a portion of the Contract price as required by law. The Contractor may substitute securities in place of the retained funds
withheld by the City.

AMERICAN REINVESTMENT AND RECOVERY ACT: This project is funded in part by the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act of 2009. The
contractor shall abide by all applicable conditions of ARRA funding including, but not limited to, the items listed on the Certification of Compliance with
Federal Laws and Authorities for ARRA 2009 funded projects.

No oral comments shall be on any
force or effect with respect to this solicitation.
