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Fighting climate change by recycling organic waste, a new California Recycling Mandate SB 1383
went into effect January 2022. This mandate requires residents and commercial entities to separate
their recyclables and organics from landfill trash. Organics such as all food scraps/ bones/ meat scraps/
coffee grounds/ food-soiled paper will now be required to be thrown into the Green Waste Bin without
a plastic bag. The following chart shows what should be thrown in each bin:
